Abstract: This article examines the extent to which short supply chains affect the structuration of agri-food sectors economically
and politically. To do so, it first presents a theoretical framework drawing on regulationist economics and constructivist political
science which guides research to examine the entire range of actors, processes, institutions and power relations which structure
agri-food sectors. It then applies this framework to the case of foie gras in South-West France to target the relationship between
‘short’ and ‘long’ supply chains. Based on thirty interviews with farmers and public officials, it finds that a commonly heard
discourse that both chains ‘complement each other’ masks the political domination of ‘the long’ over ‘the short’. Through tracing
this domination across two policy issues, namely product labelling and ‘biosecurity’ hygiene measures, and the way actors have
worked politically to deal with them, the article demonstrates that this power asymmetry has been the principal cause of policy
outcomes and, therefore, institutional reproduction.

Abstract: After the accession of the ten new member states to the EU in 2004 and the following
membership of Bulgaria and Romania in 2007, the (neo)endogenous development
method LEADER has become pan-European. LEADER was implemented in all EU
countries in the period 2007-2013, however, its application and potential to impact
rural areas differed from country to country. Therefore, the aim of the article is to
describe these differences on the basis of support outputs of LEADER under Axis 4 of
the Rural Development Programs in 2007-2013. Respecting different path
dependencies of the EU states, the article demonstrates the differences in the
implementation of this method in two basic territorial units of the EU member states
according to the length of the EU membership, as well as the length of experience in
implementation of the LEADER method. The scope of LEADER implementation and
the potential impact significantly differed between the old and new member states, and
the internal heterogeneity of groups is also evident. On the one hand, lack of
embeddedness of the method is manifested among the EU12 states (the need for
dynamic growth of institutional capacity), on the other hand, socio-economic and
political factors modify scope, potential impact and way of implementation of the
method in individual countries.

Resumen: el pastoreo es un modelo de produccién ganadera, asi como una forma de vida con importantes implicaciones sobre
los territorios rurales a escala global. Sin embargo, el declive de los sistemas de explotacion tradicionales y su conversién en
formatos intensivos e industrializados ha abierto el debate sobre la sostenibilidad del sector ganadero. Por este motivo, las
politicas publicas se han visto obligadas a elaborar estrategias y normativas que reconozcan los servicios prestados por el
pastoreo extensivo, con medidas que apuestan por su proteccién y recuperacion. En el presente texto se analiza
elreconocimiento publico del pastoreo en la Comunitat Valenciana, regién administrativa que durante mas de tres décadas ha
reivindicado, en apariencia, la importancia de la ganaderia extensiva en su accién politica.
