Resumen: In the early 1990s, with the Leader Initiative, the European Commission intended to apply a new development model
in order to encourage the economic diversification of the rural world. The expectations raised by the first Leader Initiative
motivated Spain to approve the Proder Program to allow those regions that had not been beneficiaries of the aforementioned
initiative to put similar projects into practice. This kind of program has various characteristics, which have been widely studied
from a theoretical point of view. Nevertheless, empirical studies that analyze the relevance of those characteristics (especially
the intangible ones) are less frequent. The main objective of this research is, precisely, to study how these intangibles
materialize in the implementation of a rural development strategy. For this, a qualitative methodology based on a case study of
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the La Vera region is adopted. The results show that these intangible characteristics obtain a disparate valuation from the local
promoters. While aspects such as the management system or the contribution of these programs to regional identity are well
valued, others, such as the participation of the population in development processes, do not seem to reach the expectations.
This study gives some proposals for the evaluation of these characteristics.

Resumen: Social innovation is a process in which local communities build social and cultural capital to address challenges and
social needs. The diffusion of social innovation requires compelling narratives that encourage people to join them. Using
qualitative techniques and a multiple case study methodology, this paper examines the content of narratives of social
innovation in rural areas and how actors construct, spread and change them. We propose a narrative analytical framework
comprising four key components: problematisation; solutions and goals; actors; and plot, which we apply to three initiatives in
Scotland and Spain. Our findings suggest that marginalisation, the natural environment and community activation are central
themes in the content of narratives. In addition, we explain how policies and public actors can support social innovation as well
as how collective leadership of social innovations can reduce imbalances in power relations, and contribute to a
consistent evolution of narratives over time, enhancing the sustainability of social innovation projects overall.

Resumen: This paper analyses two case studies ascribable to neo-endogenous paradigm for rural development experimented
by two small municipalities in Northern (Varese Ligure) and Central-southern (Castel del Giudice) Italian Apennines. By means
of different approaches, the two towns have been able to provide local development through organic farming that in turn have
boosted economic diversification or new forms of territorial aggregation. They have drawn the attention to the neighbouring
communities and have stimulated emulation processes. Through a multivariate analysis this study therefore gets to a distinct
partition of the two regional territories (NUTS2), where the cases belong, identifying the municipalities that show greater affinity
to the cases in question, in order to offer to policy makers useful elements either for encouraging the replication of best practices
or including them in future planning strategies. However, while the cluster that includes Varese Ligure (in Northern ltaly) appears
more clearly influenced by environmental values and a certain demographic resilience, the one to which Castel del Giudice
belongs (in the Center-South) is more influenced by the aging of the population and by a greater structural dependency. Both
clusters, however, could find a common way of development centred on the economic potential offered by organic farming due
to the affinity shown by the proposed case studies.

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Resumen: The population of a considerable number of rural areas in the interior of Spain is in decline. Faced with this problem,
various institutions are launching initiatives to enhance the territorial heritage (natural and cultural) of these areas and, starting
with a minimum of economic diversification, help to reverse these depopulation processes and promote local development
overall. Two specific initiatives are analysed here: the Almadén Mining Park and the Molina-Alto Tajo District Geopark, both of
which are located in central-southern Spain and have been officially recognised by UNESCO as World Heritage Sites. These
two examples allow us to demonstrate, as our main objective, the today importance of territorial revival processes that were
initiated by institutions (top-down approach) and then backed up by increasing participation by the local communities (bottom-up
approach), encouraged by, among other factors, rural development programmes. In this regard, two aspects are important: the
need for an interrelationship between the two approaches in terms of collaborative governance, in order to minimise the current
processes of depopulation and territorial dislocation; and the use of the potential synergy between the resources in these two
districts to ensure the viability of the initiatives and provide visitors with a high-quality experience.

Sierra Norte Accion on COVID-19
Madrid was the main COVID-19 hotspot in Spain. However, Sierra Norte de Madrid, an area comprising 42 municipalities and
29 500 residents, managed to curb the impact of the virus, registering the lowest rate of contagion in the entire Madrid region.
GALSINMA, the Local Action Group (LAG) that operates in this territory, was a key player in this crisis. Volunteers, but also the
LAG coordination, were essential in facing the population’s needs during these difficult weeks. Various actions were initiated by
groups of volunteers: making face masks and gowns, cleaning and disinfecting, or checking up on seniors through phone calls
and applications such as Zoom or Skype, to help people who may have suffered from loneliness during the confinement.
